II
he served with the field artil-
lery and Army air forces, be-
ing released from active duty
with the rank of lieutenant
colonel.

He joined Sears in 1946 at
the company's national head-
quarters in Chicago to organ-
ize its legal division. He was
chief legal officer until April,
1960, also serving as company
ecretary for nine years.
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FOR THE past two years,
Wood has been vice president
and comptroller.

In his new position, he will
direct the operations of 95 re-
tail stores, two mail order
plants, and 125 catalog sales
offices in nine states—Califor-
nia, Oregon, Washington, Ari-
zona, Utah, Nevada, Idaho,
Alaska, and Hawaii.
