Signs are in the sky that our 

California state budgetary pro­ 
cess may go largely auto­ 
mated before too many years. 
I.ast year the Assembly Ways 
and Means Committee authoriz­ 
ed the development of a long 
range program for the func­ 
tioning of state government 
and for budget planning by a 
well-known firm of govern­

mental administration special­ 
ists. The, firm has submitted a 
tentative draft of recommenda­ 
tions, which will be reviewed 
by the committee in the near 
future.

The committee was informed 
that the cost of slate govern­ 
ment will increase steadily in 
years to come, not only be­ 
cause there will be more peo­ 
ple, but because all the people 
will require more services and

facilities. Further Inflation will 
I also increase it, but costs in 
specific areas may decrease be­ 
cause ol improved administra­ 
tion or cutting back of obso- 

| lete services. This means of fl- 
j nancing the cost may or may 
i not keep pace with the need.

: TIIK COMM1TTKK also was 
' told that, in a sense, every 
legislator ha? a greater respon­ 

sibility for encouraging the

long view than does any gov­ 
ernor. The Legislature is the 
source of the constitutional 
amendments and statutes 
which express the state public 
policy. It authorizes state ex­ 
penditures, and it establishes 
the tax system which pays for 
them. The Legislature can no 
longer afford to wait for each 
fiscal year to see where state 
government stands. It has to 
look far enough ahead to be

; able to take prompt action to 
! prevent a state financial crisis, 
or a severe reduction in vital 
service.

: The tentative report points
i out that so far legislative ac-
I lion to meet the problems of
California's growth has been
mainly a scramble to catch up
with developments. U n 1 e s s

' state government faces what is
i ahead, and arranges the sorv-
i ices and facilities that will be

required. little better than 
[continued waste and chaos can 
| be expected in the years to
come.

The report continues that 
Ibis planning does not imply 
that the Legislature should 
make commitments beyond 
the next fiscal year. Adoption 
of a budget one year at a time 
is still desirable, but it is ad­ 
visable to study what can lie 
ahead.

It recommends that most of 
the detailed data be fed into 
a large computer where it can 
be stored, added to. or chang­ 
ed as circumstances warrant. 
Such action could really auto­ 
mate and improve our budget 
work.
