Few of us arc as yet used to 
thinking about conservation of 
our human resourses. When 
we think "conservation," we 
do so in terms of soil, miner­ 
als, forests, or water.

But the Space Age has 
taught us that our human re­ 
sources are the most valuable 
of all the intelligence, know­ 
ledge, and skills, and capabili­ 
ties of every human being. We 
are slowly growing to under­ 
stand that unless we develop 
and conserve these resources 
to the fullest extent, we are 
losing the race for survival.

We are still uncertain as to 
the best methods by which to 
deal with important problems 
in the full utilization of our 
human resources. We know 
that lack of education pre­ 
vents some individuals from 
developing their full potential­ 
ities, that lack of training ham­ 
pers others, and that discrim­ 
ination against the aged and 
certain racial groups often de­ 
nies them employment oppor 
tunitles fitted to their highest 
capabilities. We know, too, that 
automation Is blamed for the 
increasing intensity of such
problems.

     
THE SUBCOMMITTEE on

conomic development and 
utomation of the assembly in- 
erim committee on industrial 
elations recently started a 
erics of hearings on such 
roblcms. The group's aim is 

o develop solutions and recom­ 
mendations concerning them 
or legislative consideration.

The first hearings were held 
n Los Angeles because, as the 
ubcommlttee was told, it is 
he most automated county in 
he United States. The hard 
ore of the unemployment 
iroblem, the number of un- 
killed and semi-skilled work- 
rs, has decreased consider­ 

ably in size from a year ago, 
but it is becoming increasingly 
difficult to place them in jobs.

Such individuals unfortun­ 
ately do not have the know- 
edge or skills to compete suc­ 

cessfully In today's increasing-
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mcnt. It is also costly to the 
general economy, first because 
they are likely to become 
public charges for one reason 
or another, and second because 
their value as workers is limit­ 
ed.

     
THE PROBLEM of unskilled 

and semiskilled workers is 
equally acute. I have already 
mentioned the difficulties 
retraining such workers. 
1961 law, authorizing retrain 
ing programs on a voluntary 
basis for journeymen who 
have completed apprentice­ 
ship, as well as for other oc­ 
cupations, is still new, but good 
results are expected.

Laws to prevent discrlmina 
tlon against the aged and 
minority groups are on the 
books, but there is still much 
need for community education 
and cooperation to improve 
their operation.

One good thing Is certain to 
result from the work of the 
subcommittee. It will encour 
age every California commun 
ity to utilize all its human re

y automated labor

difficult, expensive, and
successful.

     
TO AID IN Its deliberations, 

.he subcommittee invited a 
large number of experts from 
various fields. Educators, 
county and city administrators, 
and representatives from the 
Dept. of Employment and 
the FEPC testified. Spokesmen 
from the aircraft and elec 
tronic industries, from private 
trade schools, from unions, and 
from community coordinating 
councils also presented infor­ 
mation.
