The court asks for indepen­ 
dent evidence to implicate the 
accused. Otherwise no con­ 
viction. 

This rule aims at fair play 
at trials. Forced confessions 
are inadmissable as well as 

' unreliable. They must be free 
and voluntary and not given 
under any pressure. 

The rule about accomplices 
li unusual. Although his evi­ 
dence may be shaky, the court 
will hear it if corroborated. 
Sometimes no other evidence 
exists except that of the pros­ 
pective narcotics buyer, or 
those who joined in making a 
bribe. In that case the accused 
may win an acquittal.
