Dr. Albert B. Sabin, eminent
virologist and developer of the
Sabin Oral Polio Vaccine said

Inet week that there is no evi-|

dence whatever that Type Il
Sabin Vaccine has caused any
person in this country, Canada
or Western Europe, to contact
poliomvelitis.

Dr. Sabin, who is in Los An-
geles for a few days to lecture
before the Los Angeles Pedri-
atric Society's program session
at the Ambassador Hotel,
noted that of approximately
14 million people in the United
States who took Type III vac-
cine this summer and spring,
15 suspect cases of paralytic
disease resulted.

Most of these cases were not
polio, but resulted from echo
and coxisachi viruses, and
were therefore ruled out. But
there was no evidence that
those persons who did have
polio received it from Type 1II
Sabin vaccine.

HE SAID that this applied to
the four million people who
took Sabin polio vaccine in
Great Britaln and the five
million who had been given
Sabin vaccine in Switzerland
and Austria,

In commenting on the with-
drawal of Sabin vaccine about
a month ago in Canada, he said
that only four cases of para-
Ivtic disease were reported
there, two in adults and two
in children, and that the di-
sease they had contacted was
from some other cause, not
Sabin vaccine.

Dr. Sabin praised the polio
immunization program now be-
ing conducted by the Los An-
geles County Medical Assn, |
and said that the efforts of the |
State of California to wipe out |
polio is superior to those of |

any other state in the union. |

He said it is important to con-
tinue the immunization pro-
gram in communities with
large population movements,
and urged that maximum im-
munization with all three types
of polio vaccine be given to
adults and children alike.
ORAL POLIO vaccine immu-
nization programs have prov-
en highly successful in New
York State, Ohio, Arizona,
Texas and other states, accord-
ing to Dr. Sabin, and he indi-
cated that some 31 more states
have scheduled similar cam-
paigns on a community level.

Dr. Sabin further stated that
| everyone should be sure to
take Type II vaccine (which
will be made available here on
| Dec. 2 and 9), despite the fact
! that Strain II polio accounts
for only five per cent of para-
Iytic polio in the community.
| He said that Type II polio
gcould become as virulent as
| Type 1, which is responsible
for most epidemics as well as
85 per cent of all polio cases,
| and Type III. which accounts
| for 10 per cent of all polio
| cases.

| HE POINTED out that re-
cently in Vietnam, a mammoth
| epidemic of 6,000 cases of par-
| alytic polio resulted from Type
{11 polio virus and that other
epidemics, also from Type II,
| have been reported in South
America and Europe. He said it
could happen here, unless ev-
eryone avails himself of Type
11 Sabin vaccine.
He also recommended that
yearold bables who have al-
ready received all three types
of the vaccine should be given
| a booster dose of a mixture of
| all three types.
