Looking for new fields to conquer, Torrance High
willl now take on the best teams the California Inter-
scholastic Federation has to offer after winning the
Piomeer League crown Friday night.

Terminating an unbeaten league campaign, the
Tartars were unimpressive in earning a 20-7 win over
outmanned Lawndale.

The letdown was inevitable for Torrance. The
Tartar gridders had knocked over five rugged foes in
consecutive weeks before running into the weak
Cardinals.

Next on the Torrance agenda will be a meeting
with Rio Hondo League champ South Pasadena on
Friday on the Tigeds' gridiron.

Taking advantage of their tremendous edge in
weight, the Tartars simply bulled over the Cards

Torrance momentarily switched from its ground
attack for its first touchdown. Clyde Taylor completed
a 16-yard pass to Don Coil as THS took a quick lead in
the opening stanza.

Casting aside its final obstacle to a Bay League
football crown and a CIF playoff invitation, North Hizh

unfurled a many-pronged offense Friday night to
soundly whip Hawthorne, 22-0.
Making believers of the unbelieving, the Saxons

finished one-half game ahead of Redondo to garner the
loop championship. It is the first Bay League title in
North’s short history.

At the beginning of the year, Hawthorne was ranked
as the team to beat. It was certainly not in evidence
Friday night as North dominated every portion of the
contest.
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In the waning moments of the first quarter, with
North encamped on its own 38-yard line, Saxon half-
back Carey Hubert broke the Cougar’'s back
Hubert slammed off tackle and barreled down to
the Hawthorne seven before being dragged down.

Nine seconds into the seccnd period, facing a
fourth and goal situation on the Cougar four, quarter-
back Norm Dow found Richard Bertoni in the end zone
for the six-pointer. Rich Parker converted.

North quickly tacked up two more points on a
safety. On fourth down, Tom Long was back to punt
for Hawthorne on his own 19. A bad hike from center
forced Long into the end zone where he ran out of
bounds, giving North the safety.

Soon the Saxons were knocking on the door again,
but a fumble killed the drive on the Cougar 16. Haw-
thorne could only gain one yard in three tries. Long,
kincking into a gale-like wind, punted only to the Cou-
gar 22

On the second down, Hubert slanted off right
tackle for a 20-yard TD romp with 3:36 remaining in
the second stanza. Parker’s kick was wide and North
held a 15-0 lead at lntermission
