Help Prevent 
Collisions

Next time you take your car 
out of the garage, try this test 
before you open the garage 
door. Step on the brake pedal 
and look for a brake light re­ 
flections. 

Light working? 
"If not, you're robbing your­ 

self of an important protec­ 
tion," said California Highway 
Patrol Commissioner Bradford 
M. Crittenden.

The tendency of many driv­ 
ers to follow too closely means 
that you are particularly vul­ 
nerable. A rapid stop or sud­ 
den slowdown without the in­ 
formative flash of brake lights 
leaves you helpless.

"The car behind you can't 
stop in time, and you can't get 
out of the way. The result is a 
rear-end collision, and possible 
injury.

"The hazards increase dur­ 
ing winter months, when wea­ 
ther conditions often result In 
reduced visibility and slick 
road surfaces.

"Make sure your brake lights 
are in good operating 
condition, and don't forget to 
check head lamps and tail 
lights, too," he said.
