Right to 
Crossfile 
Discussed

Here in California, party 
politics has run an interesting­ 
ly different course from that 
in the rest of the country. Lo­ 
cal elections f or county and 
city officials are non-partisan, 
like those for judges. For al­ 
most half a century, until 1959,

{our laws permitted candidates 
for state offices to cross-file on 
both party tickets in the pri­ 
mary elections, and thus per-

' haps win election in one con-
\ test.

This system of cross-filing 
was enacted under a Republi­ 
can state administration on the 
ground that it would help end 
"machine" control of state 
government, then a matter of 
great public concern, by en­ 
abling voters to cast ballots for 
the candidates of their choice 
independent of the machine 
slates. The system won voter 
acceptance, and for many 
years governed all primary 
elections for state office.

i THE PENDULt M of time 
swung, however, and the pre­ 
ponderance of voter registra­ 
tion shifted from Republican 
to Democratic. Pressure for

I modification or repeal of the
I cross-filing provision in* 
creased, and it was finally res­ 
cinded four years ago.

! During the 1961 session three 
measures to restore the sys­ 
tem, in whole or in part, were 
introduced. An Assembly bill 
was heard in committee, and 
recommended for interim 
study, but no further action 
was taken. As Assembly con­ 
stitutional amendment for the 
same purpose was brought to 
the floor, but defeated in final 
vote. No action was taken on 
the third measure.

Last year, restoration of 
cross-filing was made a plank 
in the Republican state plat­ 
form, so it has been antici­ 
pated by all that measures with 
that Intent would be intro­ 
duced In the current session.

BEFORE ANY such bill was 
dropped in the hopper, how­ 
ever, a new twist to the situa­ 
tion was added when a Demo­ 
cratic member of the Assembly 
introduced a bill which make 
the election of county boards 
of supervisors partisan. A simi­ 
lar bill for the election of city 
councilmen is also under con­ 
sideration. Several prominent 
spokesmen for local govern­ 
ment have expressed their con­ 
cern over these proposals.

Almost simultaneously with 
the introduction of a Senate 
bill to restore cross-filing, an­ 
other new slant was given to 
he situation by the Republican 
slate Central Committee. This 
jroup, by a fairly close vote, 
iowned a proposed resolution 
to support legislation to return 
ross-flling. What the eventual 

result of this shift from the 
1962 party platform will be re­ 
mains to be seen. It certainly 
produced seme strong verbal 
reactions from Legislators who 
favor cross-filing. • • •

AS INTRODUCED, the Sen- 
ate bill would restore the 
rights of candidates for SUte 
elective offices to file for the 
nomination of more than one 
party in primary elections. It 
would, however, specifically re­ 
quire that the primary ballot 
identify the party In which 
every candidate is actually reg­ 
istered. In this way, It would 
get around one of the strong­ 
est grounds for criticism of the 
earlier law, under which party 
designations on primary bal­ 
lots were not required, so 
voters could not be sure in 
which party • particular candi­ 
date was registered.

The ultimate fate of all mea­ 
sures relating to cross-filing 
remains to be seen. The pre­ 
ponderance of Democratic 
membership in both houses 
will certainly affect the out­ 
come, but the off-stage maneu­ 
vering will probably be lively 
indeed.
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
