\Good Teaching 
Conference Set 
Next Saturday

Teachers of the Torrance 
Inified School District and in­ 
terested citizens will have an 
opportunity on March 2 to ob­ 
serve an array of teaching 
practices in the classrooms 

I presented by Torrance teachers 
whose combined teaching ex­ 
periences would probably total 
over 700 years. The stage for 
this extravaganza will be in the 
classrooms at South High 
School where 82 teachers will 
present the frulU of their ed­ 
ucational experiences.

The idea for this type of 
conference was born in the 
minds of Torrance teachers 
several years ago after observ­ 
ing outstanding teaching tech­ 
niques going on in many of 
the Torrance classrooms. With 
the belief that we as teachers 
many times "don't see the for­ 
est for the trees" it was de­ 
cided in 1961 to conduct Tor- 
ranee's first good teaching con­ 
ference which was Incidentally 
one of the first to be sched­ 
uled in the state of California. 
Since that time the confer­ 
ences have been held each year 
and their popularity with local 
teachers Is borne out by the 
fact that almost every teacher 
in the district voluntarily at­ 
tends even though the events 
are always held on a Saturday.

DEMONSTRATIONS will run 
the gamut in variety In almost 
every area and subject taught 
including art. basic skills, in­ 
dustrial arts, kindergarten, 
language arts, mathematics,

physical education, home mak­ 
ing, and team teaching. Many 
of the demonstrations will in­ 
clude classroom instruction of 
the actual students enrolled.

It is contemplated that most 
persons in attendance will also 
be at the luncheon which is to 
be held in the cafetorium from 
12:30 to 1:30 pm
