Dear Ann Landers: Today is 
the saddest day of my life. 
I'm amazed that I can sit 
down and write a letter after 
what I've been through, but 
perhaps it will be good ther­ 
apy.

This morning we buried my 
three-year-old niece. Betsy 
was a beautiful, bright-eyed 
darling with golden curls. 
l,ast week when we saw her 
at a family picnic she was full 
of fun and laughter. Every­ 
one adored her.

Today Betsy Is dead be­ 
cause her mother left a bottle 
of pills in the medicine cabi­ 
net. The little girl, thinking 
the pi"* were candy, ate 
every last one of them. My 
aister-in-law found Betsy ly­ 
ing unconsicous on the floor 
and rushed her to the hospital 
but it was too late.

It is heartbreaking to lose a 
child through illness but to 
lose a child because of care­ 
lessness is too much to bear. _ 
Please print this letter for 
other mothers to read. It may 
save some precious young
