When the mind goes blank 
for a time or fails to perceive, 

, how should the law (real that 
| person's ads'.' Amnesia may be 
" caused by a temporary head in­ 

jury, disease, or some emo­ 
tional disturbance. Now and 
then nearly all of us have mem­ 
ory lapses. 

Yet such lapses are one of 
^ Ihe law's puzzles. Courts will 
^ hear proof of amnesia to show 

that the accused was not re­ 
sponsible as a defense to his 
actions. But amnesia alone, is 
 eldom a full defense.

AS A RULE, in a criminal 
case a "forgotten period " is not 
enough to sustain a pica of 
"insanity." Still it may show 
mental disorder or a lack of 
intent. It could be a factor in 
mitigation. In criminal cases 
insanity is a defense only if 
the accused can show that he 
did not know the difference 
between "right and wrong." 

0 For even during the "forgot- 
ten period'' he may well know 
that he did wrong. 

An amnesia victim must 
stand trial and account for his 

, actions as well as he can un- 
' less he is insane or incompe­ 

tent at the time of trial. In 
one case the accused argued 

; that the court should put off 
1 his trial to allow him time to 
L remember. Otherwise he 
1 would, in effect, be "absent" 
r from his trial. But the court 

said no; if he was "compe­ 
tent" he would have a fair 
chance to defend himself at 
the trial.

RECENTLY an amnesia vic­ 
tim got protection under his 
constitutional "right to coun­ 
sel." In that case he claimed 
to have lost his memory at cru- 

1 cial moments. His trial stop- 
' ped until he could ask the 

higher court for time to get a 
i hypnotist who might "unlock" 
, his mind. The court said that 
i he could claim the hypnotist's 
' help as much as he could an 
1 attorney's if he thought it 
1 would help him to prepare his 
| case.

is why they rely on doctors to 
help them decide which arc 

£ the proper cases and which 
* are deceptive. 

Meanwhile science and med­ 
icine are studying mental
