Prior to this year, the t'affic 
accident rate of Torranrp has 
shown a decrease. This w»s ac­ 
complished while our city and 
the entire Southwest aroa was 
growing at a rapid rate in 
terms of pedestrians and motor 
vehicles

During this period, numer­ 
ous traffic signals ind new 
speed zones were installed. 
Streets were also widened

Your police department, in 
addition to keeping accurate 
records of when and where ac­ 
cidents were occurring, divert­ 
ed attention to those high acci­ 
dent frequency areas for en­ 
forcement. This, coupled with 
the efforts of the citizens of 
Torrance, proved traffic acci­ 
dents can be prevented.

THIS YEAR the accident 
rate of Torrance has increased. 
During the first eight months 
nine persons have lost their 
lives, three of which were pe­ 
destrians. Five hundred and 
twenty-four persons have been 
injured and a grand total of 
848 accidents have occurred on 
our city streets and highways. 
These figures represent an in­ 
crease over the same period 
last year.

When one considers that 
most of those jnjured or killed 
were involved in   traffic ac­ 
cident that could have been 
avoided then It becomes appar­ 
ent that we as drivers and pe-

Observe all traffic signals 
and signs.

3. Yield the right of way to 
those who have earned it. Be 
willing to share the i.>ad with 
your fellowman Right ol way 
is earned and not ta':on.

4. Keep ample room between 
your car and traffic in fiv.nt of 
you. Never follow other cars 
at a distance so close that ;-ou 
cannot stop in time to avoid an 
impact should an emergency 
arise.

5. Always give appropriate 
signal prior to changing triffic 
lanes or turning to th r> riaht or 
left and give such signal at 
least 100 feet prior to such 
movement.

6 When walking, traffic figns 
and signals apply to you as 
well as the driving public. Do 
not jay walk but cross street 
only at corners using cross­ 
walk when available. Obey pe­ 
destrian controls at HIOSP in­ 
tersections equipped with 
special pedestrian controls

It is not too late to renew 
our efforts towards traffic ac­ 
cident prevention and keep our 
city streets and highways acci­ 
dent-free, but only you. the 
driving public, can make this 
possible.
