Last week I met   man.
Nothing so spectacular about 
this   but in this particular 
case, it was a rare treat for me.

Sometimes it is difficult to 
see and recognize talent and 
greatness . . . especially when 
it's in your own backyard. My 
visit to the home and studio of 
this man sparked my feeling 
for Man, through the viewing 
of his work.

A friend had suggested some 
time ago that 1 should meet 
Paul H. Salzburg because he 
felt that he was a sculptor who 
really had a great deal to say. 
As I discovered, much has 
been written about him, par­ 
ticularly about his early train­ 
ing and experience in Europe. 
Facts like these are of relative­ 
ly small importance, compared 
to work and character of such 
a man, at least to me.

LARGE AND powerful Paul 
Sazburg has to be In order to 
produce some of the giant 
pieces such aj "Purity," a sym­ 
bolic woman, seven feet tall, 
done in white cement.

The soul of 
emerges as his

t h e artist 
feeling for

human beings clearly shows It­ 
self in this fine figure. This 
piece impressed me very much 
. . . reminding me of the same 
quality Henry Moore, the 
famous English sculptor, might 
develop in his figures ... but 
still remaining uniquely a Salz­ 
burg.      

FOR MANY years. Salzburg 
pursued his art with the me 
ticulous concern for detail and 
realism. His early work from 
this long period of activity cer 
tainly showed the development 
of the superb craftsmanship 
that he possesses. When he 
turned away from represcnta 
tional work to abstract con­ 
cepts in his sculpture, it was a 
difficult transition to make 
The many years of searching 
for an individual way to ex 
press himself, with the mark 
of a truly creative artist, have 
finally begun to bear fruit.

The last few years of his 
production have been con 
cerned with the expression o! 
his feelings about Man and the 
world, the abstract idea of 
peace in the world (an idea

PROBABLY HIS most im- 

)ortant piece . . . and one that 
was not quite finished ... is 
called the Sword of Damo­ 
cles." As you may remember, 
Damocles was a flatterer whom 
3ionysius of Syracuse rebuked 
or his constant praises of the 
lappiness of kings by seating 
Tim at a royal banquet beneath 
a sword hung by a single hair.

The large figure of a modern 
scientific man is portrayed as 
emerging out of the roughness 
of the earth and finally de­ 
veloping into the push-but 
ton" man of the late twentieth 
century. He is holding the 
world on his back with the 
sword dangling periously over 
the world . . . showing how 
precarious our situation is in 
the world today.

   
SALZBURG'S dream Is to 

convince the United Nations of 
the importance of such a piece 
of sculpture ... In uniting the 
peoples of the world by racog 
nizing the problems common 
to our times. His idea would be 
to have 'The Sword of Damo­ 
cles" cast in bronze and in 
stalled in every capital of the 
world, as a constant reminder 
of what could happen, if big 
olry. intolerance, and greed 
continue to dominate the 
lions of many important am 
influential people in the work 
today.

It is difficult for a man to 
hold strongly to his own per 
sonal convictions in today' 
pressure-prone society. Paul 
Salzburg is such a man and 
what a refreshing wind one 
feels when you listen to his be­ 
liefs that the creative artist 
should carry a more important 
role in contemporary society.

ONE OF THE most notable 

of Salzburg's accomplishments 
is the huge "living cross" be­ 
hind the attar in the First 
Methodist Church of Torrance. 
Rev. Gilbert Zimmerman was 
kind enough to show me 
through the church shortly 
after it was built and I was 
impressed then by the cross. 
It is made of cement ... but 
resembles roughly hewn wood.

ONE OF THESE days I hope 
to see Salzburg's work again 
... as ideas usually take some 
time to penetrate completely 
and I liked what I saw the first
