Angeles County, a new 
fund-raising organization com­ 
bining into a single campaign 
29 separate Community Chests 
and United Funds embracing 
65 major cities and nearly 250 
voluntary health and welfare 
services, was announced today 
by its General Board of Direc­ 
tors.

Agencies conducting individ­ 
ual appeals will be invited to 
join United Way in what 
Ernest Loebbecke, president, 
described as a "unified organ­ 
ization run hy the people of 
each community which will 
provide everyone the oppor­ 
tunity to give where they work 
for services where they live." 
Jxiebbecke is chairman of the 
Board of the Title & Trust 
Company.

An "open door1 ' policy has 
been established by the Board, 
whereby all worthwhile agen 
cies whose s e r v ic e s are 
needed and which are 
managed by a responsible vol­ 
unteer board of directors will 
be asked to join. "We are 
thus," Loebbecke said, "keep­ 
ing faith with the contributing 

' public in our efforts to reduce 
the number of separate fund- 
raising appeals."

UNITED WAY campaigning 
led by givers, agencies and 
communities will cut down on 
multiple solicitation of major 
business organizations and 
large employe groups, he 
pointed out.

Such a united appeal with a 
combined goal will raise more 
money for needed services. It
 Iso provides for full account­ 
ability to the contributing pub­ 
lic which wants to know where, 
how and why funds are spent.
