Amidst all this excitement, 1
managed to get out to the Chi-
cago Art Institute because 1
know of their fine art collec-
tion. It was, indeed, a reward-
ing afternoon, giving me an
opportunity to see “Sunday
Afternoon on the Island of La
Grande Gatte” by Georges
Seurat.

I WOULD GUESS that next
fo the Mona Lisa by Leonardo
de Vinci, “La Grande Gatte"
by Seurat is the most repro-
duced piece of art in painting
history. It is large — 81 inches
by 120 inches — and is behind
glass, as is every painting in
the museum. The only other
important painting that I have
ever seen behind glass is the
Mona Lisa,

A few years ago, there was
a large fire at the Institute and
had the paintings not been be-
hind glass, many priceless
works of art would have been
destroyed, including “La
Grande Gatte”

THE MODERN paintings in
the Helen Birch Bartlett Me-
morial collection were very im.
pressive to me and 1 felt as
though I had tasted a bit of
wild honey when I left the
museum,

It is difficult to see much
fine art from other periods un.
less one moves around quite a
bit from city to city, Fortun-
ately, I've been able to see
most of the important muse-
ums in the world with the ex-
ception of El Prado in Madrid.
I plan to see that in a few
weeks,

VIEWING ARTISTS' paint-
ings through reproductions in
books and viewing the original
in person are two very distinct
experiences, The magnificent
array of Toulouse-Lautrecs at
the Art Institute gave me a
chance to “rediscover” him
through his original works, 1
think that their selection of his
work is far superior to those of
his in the Gende Paume in
Paris, Lautrec's “At the Mou-
lin-Rouge” is breathtaking and
the finest of his that 1 have
ever seen, I'm sending along a
copy of another that impressed
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me, in hopes that it will repro-
duce in The HERALD. It is
called “Moulin de la Galette.”

The largest collection of
Pablo Picassos that I have ever
seen are here at the Art Insti-
tute — from “The Old Guitar-
ist” done in 1903 up through
work done in the 1940s and
1950s. Practically all of this
period are found In the collec-
tion, including another famous
painting called “Mother and
Child, done in 1921,
