Under the 
joint rules of our two houses. 
the office of the Legislative 
Analyst handles the registra­ 
tion and receives the financial 
reports. A committee of each 
house supervises the examina­ 
tion of credentials, as well as 
the operation of the system.

Failure to register, or wil­ 
fully to file required reports, 
or willful mis-statement of fact 
in a report, are misdemeanors, 
punishable by a fine up to 
$5.000, or by imprisonment for 
not more than a year. Any per­ 
son convicted under the law

who lobbies within three years 
of conviction, is guilty of a fel­ 
ony. The office of the attorney 
general has the responsibility 
for prosecution of alleged vio­ 
lations. No cases have so far 
arisen.

THE CHAIRMAN of the 
Senate committee recently told 
the press that major revision

of the existing law would not 
serve a useful purpose. "The 
act as it stands is fairly work­ 
able and adequate." He de­ 
clared that lobbyists are not 
entirely at fault for alleged in­ 
efficiency in administration of 
the law. The Legislature and 
the attorney general's office 
must share the blame, he add-

j ed. for never having provided 
I administrative arrangements 
| so the law can be properly en- 
I forced.
