My idea is to encour- 
a.ge Industry by keeping our city 
clean and free of corruption; by 
active encouragement, and con­ 
stant search, find new industries 
and get them into Torrance, en­ 
courage our present Industries to 
expand. In this fnanner we will 
bring to Torrance, not the gam­ 
bler, but the backbone of Ameri­ 
ca, the honest working man and 
his family.

TORRANCR Contract for the 
construction of the first perma­ 
nent classroom building at Kl 
Camino College was awarded last 
Tuesday by the board of trustees 
at its regular bi-monthly meet­ 
ing. Ix>w bidder among the thir­ 
teen construction firms nubmit- 
ting bid* to the hoard wan The 
Contracting Engineers company 
of Iy>s Angeles with a bid of 
$170,272. Close bidding was evi­ 
denced by the fact that the next 
bid submitted was only $722 
higher than the low bid. High 
bid for const ruction of the proj­ 
ect was $197,277. Under the 
terms of the contract approved 
by the board of trustees construc­ 
tion of the building must be com­ 
pleted by September 1. In addi­ 
tion to nine new classrooms the 
project includes a boiler room 
and electrical transformer room 
to provide heating units and elec­ 
tricity for the administration and 
other classroom units which are 
scheduled for construction com­ 
mencing this summer.

Also under construction at the 
present time on the college cam­ 
pus in a Student Union-Cafeteria

building under contract to the 
Harvey Nichols Company of Ixis 
Angeles at a cost of $414,000.

At last night's meeting the 
board of trustees also awarded 
contracts to various bidders for 
the furnishing of supplies and 
equipment for the auto, body and 
fender shop which is expected to 
he in operation In   short time. 
The. total of the bids was $2.r>90.71.

Formally accepted lease with 
option to purchase from the 
County of Iy»s Angeles for ten 
acres of additional land at the 
northwest corner of the college 
campus and authorised the Di­ 
rector of Business, Carl C,. Arf- 
wedson, to proceed with the in­ 
stallation of utility lines in that 
area and to plant a portion of It 
to grasR seed for use as a foot- 
hall practice field.
