In addition to William W. Wylie, who has keen teaching 
radio and television maintenance and repair during the past 
year. Karl H. Stello will serve as§> 
natructor beginning in Septem­

ber.
With the opening of the regu- 

ar semester day students will 
'ind available all classes required 
'or the two-year radio techni- 
cian'N course leading to a.n Asso­ 
ciate of Arts decree. Completion 
of the course will prepare stu­ 
dents for a wide variety of jobs 
n radio and television operation, 
maintenance, and repair.

Positions for which students 
are trained include maintenance 
and technical operators in police, 
aeronautical, and commercial 
ground station work, vacuum 
tube manufacturing, radio receiv­ 
er and transmitter design and 
construction, sound technicians, 
and sales and service work in 
radio merchandising firm*.

"Rapid growth of the radio 
and television industries will pro­ 
vide opportunities for many 
trained men," Instructor Wyllie 
advises. "Anyone successfully 
completing our two-year train­ 
ing course should have little 
trouble finding a.
