Placed under "alert" operation 
thU week due to the declaration 
of national emergency is the 
Torra.nce Municipal Airport, ac­ 
cording to City Manager George 
Stevens.

Subject to "requisition" by the 
U. S. Air Force at any time, 
the airport now is operating 
under a "Civil Defense Plan 
for Civil Aviation Other Than 
Scheduled Airlines." Stevens said.

Stevens reported that, accord­ 
ing to Condition 2 of the Civil 
Defense Plan, under which the 
airport now is operating, all lo­ 
cal airport authorities will Imple­ 
ment police authority for airport 
personnel. This is to insure en­ 
forcement of airport and aircraft 
securities. "The object." accord­ 
ing to Stevens, "is to manage the 
airport's civil aircraft, facilities 
consistent with the primary mis­ 
sion of the armed forces to pre­ 
vent enemy attack." 
Sub Base of March Field

Formerly part of the Weston 
Ranch, the airport was bought 
by the Army at the outbreak of 
World War If. It was operated as 
a sub-base of March Field during 
the war.

At the close of the war, when 
put on the surplus list, Weston 
interests were given the oppor­ 
tunity to buy it back. Several 
private parties sought to take 
the airport over, but regulations 
provided that first, the state 
then, the county, and lastly the 
city ha<l priority in purchase of 
the airport.

Refused by state »n<i county, 
Weston interests favorerf City of 
Torrance ownership of the air­ 
port. After much confusion with 
private operators on the field, 
the City of Torrance acquired the 
airport and named it Zamperini 
Field in honor of Ixuiis Zamper­ 
ini World War II hero.

Now operated by the City, the 
management contract was taken 
over by Edward Dietrich .Jr. at 
end of October. 19RO.
