Board's letter asking for liabil­ 
ity bond insui'ance, and on the 
widespread additional demand 
that the old derricks be taken 
down and hidden pumps be in­ 
stalled in productive wells in 
residence districts.

The action of the Realty Board 
on the insurance and the de­ 
mands of residents whose homes 
are adjacent to oil wells for re­ 
moval of derricks came within a 
few days after recent heavy 
wind storms toppled 11 derricks, 
causing heavy property damage.

This is the way Mayor Bob 
Haggard and Councilmen Nick 
Drale, Ed Karlow and Willys 
Blount feel about the matter 
which will come up before the 
Council meeting next Tuesday 
night: 
COMMENT—

MAYOR HAGGARD: "Most of 
the. companies have liability in­ 
surance. The state governs oil 
operations. I don't believe it's 
up to the city to do anything 
about it. We can't forget that the 
oil wells were there before the 
residential districts of the city 
nearby."

KARLOW: "I haven't given 
enough thought to the problem. 
I think that there is a city or­ 
dinance reqiiiring that the der­ 
ricks of oil wells not in opera­ 
tion for six months be taken 
down. I don't know the legal 
status of active wells.
