The South Bdy Judicial Dis-
triet, in which Torrance is in-
cluded, Is siated to get only
two judges under the bill re-
cently adopted by the State
Legislature, now awaiting Gov-
ernor Earl Warren's signature,

The bill, & compromise meas-
ure, allows 79 judges for Los
Angeles county, five more than
that thought necessary by Chief
Justice Phil Gibson, and the
County Board of Supervisors.

Justice of the Peace John
Ehidler told the Press this week
that he predicts that two addi-
tional judges, which will be ne-
cessary for this area in about
two years, will be appointed by
the Governor.

In the meantime, however, five
of the seven judges now pre-

siding in this area, which in-
cludes the beach cities, Palos

$750,000 Wafer
Bill Awaits
Warren's Okeh

A bill appropriating $750,000
to finanoe a state study of salt
water intrusion from- the sea is
awaiting the approval of Gover-
nor KEarl Warren.

The money would go to the
State Water Resources Board for
a look into ways "“for correction
or prevention of damage to
underground waters of the state
by sea water intrusion in the
West Coast basin of Los Angeles
County and other critical coastal
areas.’’

Now pending in Superior court
is a lawsuit aimed at metering
and allocating the production
from all water wells in the West
Basin. The purpose is to cut the
consumption of water to a rate
approximately the same as its
natural replenishment,

This would allow ground waler
levels to rise, it is felt, and thus
stop the encroachment of salt
water from the ocean into fresh
water streams underground.
Several wells in the beach area,
particularly in Manhattan Beach,
have been contaminated with sea
water in the past years due to
the steady drop in ground water
levels,
