Lieutenant Ramsaur graduated 
from Beverly Hills High School 
and the University of California 
at Berkeley, where he was a 
member of Psi Epsilon Frater­ 
nity and Skull and Keys. He 
served as a Marine pilot In 
World War II.

In addition to his parents, 
Lieutenant Ramsaur is survived 
by his widow and young 
daughter Virginia of Arcadia; 
his sister, Mrs. Virginia R. Danzy 
of Portuguese Bend, and his 
brother, Dr. Ernest Ramsaur Jr., 
who is at present with the 
Foreign Service of the State 
Department in Germany.
