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Dial Phones 
Here Set for 
Late Winter

Following completion of the 
two-story Pacific Telephone and 
Telegraph company building now 
under construction on the south­ 
east corner of Engracia and 
Cravens avenues, net for late 
thin winter, dial telephones -will 
be installed in Torrance homes 
and offices, according to A. B. 
Smith, exchange manager.

The structure is being built at 
a cost of $650,000. " '

When the building is completed 
business office personnel will 
move their desks from 1307 Post 
street to the new and larger fa­ 
cilities on Engracia. Operation 
and maintenance equipment will 
be housed in both the new build­ 
ing and the present center of 
non-dial operating gear, 1266 
Sartori avenue. This latter build­ 
ing has been used since 1928.

Installation of automatic dial 
apparatus will not result in the 
unemployment of telephone oper­ 
ators, the company official said. 
They will be* assigned to other 
duties in an effort to retail all 
present employees.

As of today, workers for Esch- 
erich Bros., Inc., have erected the 
iteel-reinforced concrete frame 
Of the building. When.finished it 
will be of a fire resistant nature 
and will feature windows set in 
shadow box frames.
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ters which provide for a maxi­ 
mum of two hours parking will 
he ordered, but no mention was 
made of the firm which will in­ 
stall them.

Representatives have been ac 
tive in Torrance of late, how­ 
ever.

Whether or not the parking 
authority will be appointed lat­ 
er was not immediately deter­ 
mined. The five man board would 
have power to take the parking 
meter revenue and purchase br 
condemn property for off-street 
parking.

Councilman Nick Drale, oppo­ 
nent of the parking meters on 
the grounds that the city has the 
money to buy the real estate, 
and opponent of the "parking 
authority" on the ground that 
the City Council has the power 
of eminent domain and should 
not delegate this power to an­ 
other board, he asked for a vote 
of the people on the question of 
parking meter installation.

"I don't think that the peo­ 
ple of Torrance should be taxed 
directly or indirectly without 
having a chance to vote on the 
matter,' Drale said, "and I 
would like to see an election on 
the parking meter question."

The ordinance as adopted con­ 
tained the provision that "all of 
the revenue received by the City 
of vTorrance from parking me­ 
ters, over and above mainte­ 
nance costs and in excess of the 
amounts required to be paid by 
the City under any contract of 
purchase for such parking me­ 
ters, shall be deposited to the 
credit of the Parking Authority 
and shall thereupon be used ex­ 
clusively for the purposes of 
purchasing property for off-the- 
street parking."

This means that the authority 
no doubt will be appointed if 
the ordinance goes into effect.
