be installed.

''All it means is that a parking authority shall be 
created. It does not mean meters will be installed right 
away."

Kithcr this newspaper man doe** not know anything 
about the ordinance adopted for the first reading by the 
City Council on July 24, or else he wants to close his 
eyes to IK and the eyes of others.

The Press has a copy of the ordinance on its coun- 
. ter for public inspection. Representatives of our con- 

tem|»orary newspaper are welcome to examine it if they 
desire. Otherwise, they can see the copy of the ordin­ 
ance in the office of the City Clerk. It is spread on the 
minutes of the City Council as well.

The ordinance certainly does provide for installa­ 
tion of parking meters; it fixes the "central traffic 
zone" in which they will be installed; it provides for 
the fees, fines for violation, frequency of installation 
and every other necessary feature to legalize installa­ 
tion of the meters.

The ordinance DOKS NOT create a parking author­ 
ity. It does say that the funds from the meters,- that 
is the money left after they are paid for and expense of 
maintenance is taken out, shall go to a parking author­ 
ity to l>e used exclusively for purchase of off-street 
parking areas.
