School at. the Board meeting.
Schidler said: "As a result of 

the meeting last week, we're go­ 
ing to havfi a change of policy. 
We're going to favor the younger 
kids. One of the reasons we're 
changing is because you people 
came in and highlighted certain 
problems.

Hull in his report to the Board 
said: "A review of thn situation 
with respect to current practices 
concerning bus policies, reveals 
that the trend is toward short­ 
ening minmum distances from 
which children will be hauled by 
school buses.

The State Aid 
program for transportation pro­ 
vides half the cost of transpor­ 
tation to the District after an 
amouht equal to what a two cent 
tax levy would raise has been 
deducted from the total transpor­ 
tation cost."
