Benner Favors

“Torrance’s present water sys- l
tem was quite suitable for a
population of 10,000 but it is en-
tirely inadequate for today's
population of 31,000 or the anti-
cipated population of 90,000 for
1960,"” Torrance Fire Chief J, J,
Benner disclosed.

Benner also pointed out that
an adequate water system plays
a great part in the National
Board of FKFire Underwriters for
establishing the city's rating of
fire insurance. The chief said,
“As a taxpayer and chief of the |
Torrance Fire Department, I|
urge every adult to get out and |
vote for more water for our fast
growing city.”

Benner pointed out that the
city of Torrance is ‘confronted
with a serious shortage of avail-
able water and pressure for fire
fightimg purposes. The city has
grown to a great degree and will
continue growing if we install
an adaquate water system to
protect lives, homes, schools, fac-
tories and the merchantile dis-
trict of the city.

The Water
ary 8 is aimed to get a ‘“yes"
from the citizens for more stor-
age tanks, more mains, and more
pumps, The election will also de-
¢ide on a ten million gallon ress
ervoir in South Torrance and a
twenty-four inch pipeline run-
ning up and down Crenshaw
Blvd., designed to give the water
system a backbone.

One serious bottleneck of the
fire fighting system is at the
junction of 190th and Crenshaw
avenue, where the Metropolitan
Water enters North Torrance.
Installation of four twelve-inch
pressure reducing valves, con-
trols, and meters, at 180th and
Western, as suggested in the
election, tvill be a valuable fire
safety measure, Benner believes.

School Building
