LOMITA Columns of names and numbers appear 
in a newspaper the morning after a rain storm, listing 
the amount of rain during the storm, the season total, 
and the comparative figures for the previous season.

Where do these statistics originate? Who compiles
the record? Are they authentic?

These and other questions per­ 
haps come to the mind of read­ 
ers as they check over the long 
lists in small print. "Doc" Cook 
of 24314 Alliene St., for one, is 
the answer.

Cook, who has a rainfall gauge 
in his back yard, is associated 
with the Narbonne Ranch Water 
Co. and keeps rainfall figures 
because the water company 
counts on the rain to fill its 
wells.

The gauge uaed by the ama­ 
teur weather man is of the same 
type as that used by official 
United States Weather .Bureau 
Stations and therefore could be 
considered official.

Tabulating rainfall in variou* 
communities are many of these 
aemiofficial weathermen along 
with official weather stations. 
Rainfall figures for Torrance 
are checked by firemen who have 
a gauge at their station.

In San Pedro, the Marine Ex­ 
change, a shipping organization, 
keeps a rain gauge at its look­ 
out post in the Outer Harbor. 
Also in Lomita is an official 
weather station at Narbonne

As to the authenticity of the 

rainfall totals, Cook says that 
anyone could put out a gauge 
and get accurate figures, but 
gauges 100 yards apart would 
give different readings because 
of the variances in the rainfall.

However, the variation in com­ 
pilations would be slight, Cook 
reports, and the figures would 
be as precise as rainfall can be 
measured. The only requirements 
for accurate measurement are 
to keep the gauge level, out of
the wind 
runoff.
