"Live" TV now spans JhelWest
New radio relay brings convention tele­ 

casts to all West Coast viewers
On July 7th, tho Bell System's radio relay system 
and coaxial cables enabled the TV networks to 
bring the Republican Convention to the nation's 
television viewers—who will also see the Demo­ 
cratic Convention on July 21st.
