Sixty-four Torrance women, 
most of them mothers, thin week 
responded to Police Sgt. Douglas

here 12 days a.go.

The fiend still roams free, but 
local police are making every ef­ 
fort to crack the case before the 
trail becomes too old, and before 
the rapist can hnrt another child.

The victim told of seeing a set 
of curved steps an she was taken 
from the car and into a room 
where the man set upon her.

She was returned within an 
hour to almost the spot where she 
had been abducted. Her family 
notified police, and the attack 
was confirmed at Harbor General 
Hospital.

Sgt. Cook reported that the 
women who responded to his call 
for help uncovered nearly 200 sets 
that might lead to the scene of 
the crime.

"By finding the steps and In­ 
vestigating immediately, we can 
check before the trail becomes too 
cold. The women of Torrance have 
shown a truly great civic spirit 
by their efforts."

The search," however, is still on, 
and no really concrete leads have 
been found, he added.
