Fresh Water 
To Fight 
Salt Water

An experiment has been started 
to see if fresh water injections can 
stop sea water from getting into 
the underground water supply of 
this area, it was reported.

The experiment was tried In 
Manhattan Beach. Nine wells will 
do the injecting. Four of them will 
always be kept in reserve. They 
are stationed at 500-foot intervals, 
parallel to the ocean, and about 
1,000 feet inland at Manhattan 
Beach, it was reported.'

The state will finance the pro­ 
ject for a year. After that, if ef­ 
fective, the method may be fin­ 
anced by formation of a conserva­ 
tion zone.

Torrance and Lomita are also 
affected by the experiment. The 
project is being conducted by the 
Los Angeles County Flood Control 
District.
