Columns
Any advertising hastily written i§ often a waste of 

money regardless of in what newspaper the ad 10 to ap­ 
pear.

A thouffhfully written ad costs no more money and 
the following hasic factors if incorporated into your ad­ 
vertising, will actually reduce the unit cost per sale.
1. The Torrance Press has trained ad-takers who will 

help you and /nake suggestions IF you agree. These 
"ad-takers" place thousands of ads each year for Tor­ 
rance Press advertiser* and get to know just what 
ads "pull" and which ones are "flops."

2. The first rule with an ad-taker is to properly "KEY­ 
WORD" your ad. A "KEY-WORD" is a proper noun, 
the NAME of the thing you are offering for sale. 
Sometimes you may want the KEY - WORD to he 
"FURNITURE" (this Is good when you are offering 
several Items, furniture or appliances of sundry na­ 
ture).

The KEY-WORD for your ad may be "BICYCLE," 
"BOAT," "BOOKCASE," "CARPET," "CHAIR," 
"CHROME," etc.

8. Under "Miscellaneous For Sale" it is generally not 
advisable to go into lengthy descrpition. PRICK is 
important, SELLING TERMS if any, and your address 
and telephone number. If a dealer, by ail means put 
your name in the ad In CAPITAL letters.

4. Use some white space. It makes the ad easier to read, 
sets it off to advantage.

The above are general baiiic factors. There are ex­ 
ceptions. You will have to decide for yourself.
