Oil Company Accepts 
Conditions; May Drill

Request of the Revo Oil Co. for 
a variance to permit oil drilling 
near Hawthorne Blvd. and 236th
 t. wan approved by the City 
Council this week.

Conditions Bet forth for the op­ 
eration were Hated by Planning 
Consultant Earle Lloyd a* fol­ 
lows :

Four Condition*
1. Drilling shall not be within 

600 feet of any residence except 
the residence of the owner of the 
land on which the well is located 
and except a residence located on 
land which, at the time of the 
drilling of the well, la under an oil 
lease or haa producing well* on
 aid land.

2. The painting and lighting of 
the drilling maat or derrick used 
In the drilling operation* shall 
comply with any applicable ruled 
and regulations of the Civil Aero­ 
nautics Administration, United 
States Department of Commerce.

3. After drilling operations have 
been completed:

(a). Any derrick erected for 
said drilling operations shall be 
removed within 180 days after 
cessation of drilling operations or 
the date the'well is placed upon 
production;

(b). Any mud sump used during 
the drilling operations shall be 
drained and backfilled, unless the
 ump is to be u«ed for the drilling 
of another well and is at all times 
attended, and the premises there- j 
after shall be kept in a clean and 
orderly condition;

No Rump*
(c) No brine sump or any other 

rump except as is herein provided, 
may be constructejJ and any tank 
needed for producing operation 
shall be placed on or above th 
surface of the ground:

<d) The guard railings aroun< 
the pumping unit required by Pe 
troleum Safety Orders  Drilling

and Production, and other appli­ 
cable safety orders issued by the 
Division of Industrial Safety, shall 
have wire mesh or wire grating 
welded thereon or otherwise af­ 
fixed thereto.

4. All drilling and producing op­ 
erations shall be conducted in such 
a manner as not to constitute a 
public nuisance. A faithful per­ 
formance bond of $2000 shall be 
filed with the City Clerk for each 
well up to and including the first 
five wells. Where more than five 
wells are drilled. $10,000 in bonds 
shall be the total required of any 
permittee. Such bond or bonds 
shall include as obligees the City 
of Torranoe, a municipal corpora­ 
tion. (This sum was raised to $3,- 
000 by the City Council.) 

Marker* Tentm
In addition to the above con­ 

ditions, LJoyd said he would ask 
that the denricks be lighted with 
a minimum of two red lights dur­ 
ing the hours of darkness and 
restricted visability, and that a 
minimum of four conventional red 
or orange flags be affixed to each 
derrick. After being assured the 
portable drilling rigs would be 
used the planners unanimously re­ 
commended to the City Council 
that the petition for variance be 
approved.
