Investment
Rises 550%

Pacific Telephone has increased 
its investment in the Torranc* ex­ 
change by more than 580 ppr cent 
since the' end of World War II, it 
was announced this week by Man­ 
ager Richard Pyle.

The company's plant investment 
here has hit the $3 million mark. 
This compares with an investment 
of $452,000 in December 19*5.

Nearly one million dolla'rs was 
spent during the first six months 
of 1953 in the company's program 
to strengthen communications 
here, Pyle stated.

The investment figures include 
central office equipment, build­ 
ings, poles, wire, cable and under­ 
ground conduit.

"We're going to continue ex­ 
panding her* as rapidly as possible 
to provide more telephones," Pyle 
said.

Dear Mr. and Mrs. America:
' "You probably have been read­ 

ing in the daily papers the stories 
of the suffering and death endured 
by our American boys in the pris­ 
oner of war camps of the Com­ 
munists in Korea. These stories 
are being told by the boys who j 
were fortunate enough to live 
through the atrocities and were 
released. I have been reading these 
stories and I want to read them. 
These stories remind me how won­ 
derful life has been for me during 
these past years while these boys 
were suffering. While these boys 
were starving, I had plenty of 
food; while hostile enemies sur­ 
rounded them, I lived among 
friends. I want these stories to 
tell me that I too can afford to 
suffer and sacrifice to bring the 
love and teachings of Christ into 
this confused and hate-filled world.

"I wonder how many of those 
boys who died in the prison camps 
could say with a believing heart, 
'Though I walk through the valley 
of the shadow of death I will fear 
no evil, for, Thou ar« with me, 
Thy rod and staff they comfort 
me?' How many could be com­ 
forted by the words of Jesus, 'In 
my Father's House are many man­ 
sions, I go to prepare a place for 
you?'

"If many of these boys died 
without the knowledge of God and 
His comforting words, the ques­ 
tion is 'Why?' Is it because, Mr. 
and Mrs. America, that we do not 
impress our boys and girls as they 
grow up of the importance of go­ 
ing to church and getting a Chris­ 
tian training?

"Are we saying that we do not 
believe in God? Surely, when we 
remember the kind of treatment 
given in the American prison 
camps to our enemies compared 
to the kind of treatment given 
our boys in Communist camps, we 
realize that the goodness of God 
has influenced us.

"Do we believe in life after 
death? Surely we do not want 
to believe that Johnny Doughboy 
who believed in God must end his 
life while yet so young in a Com­ 
munist prison camp without a 
chance to live again in a better 
world.

"Do we feel that it Is import­ 
ant to follow Christ and His teach­ 
ings? Listen, Mr. and Mrs. Ameri­ 
ca, we will not end the Influence 
of Communism with wars and 
guns. Communism is a way of life 
and it can be fought only with 
a better and a more powerful way 
of life, the Christ-centered way of 
life.

"Mr. and Mrs. America, do you 
believe it is all right for us to 
keep our places of business open 
and to fill the quiet Sunday morn­ 
ing with the sound of lawn mow­ 
ers and pounding hammers, or 
should we leave this one sacred 
day for worship of God and Chris­ 
tian training? Before you answer 
this question, try to se Johnny 
Doughboy sick, his feet sore, drop­ 
ping dead on that 20-day march 
across Korea as a prisoner of the 
Communists. What did he need 
more, an American who loves ma­ 
terial gain, or an American who 
loves and believes in God?

"When I read of the price some 
of our boys paid, I won't feel quite 
so bad if I sacrifice my time, and 
talents and money to help bring 
God's teachings and faith in 
Christ to the hungry souls of the 
people of this world."
