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MINE CONTROVERSY HANGS FIRE
BOARD HOLDS
FINAL DECISION

Following: a heated hearing of the controversial Palos 
Verdes mine issue, the County Board of Supervisors voted 
to adjourn the hearing1 until December 9 at 9 a.m. in order 
to hear the evidence presented by Great Lakes Carbon 
and the South Bay Homeowners Association.

Since the last hearing before^ 
the Board of Supervisors sev­ 
eral weeks ago, both sides were 
actively engaged in mustering 
up convincing evidence to dis­ 
prove the other side's claims. 
These arguments were present­ 
ed yesterday before the Board.

During the interval between 
the last hearing and the present 
one, the homeowners opposing 
the creation of a mine organ­ 
ized by forming the South Bay 
Homeowners Association, com­ 
posed of representatives from 
Torrance, Redondo Beach, Lo- 
mita, Palos Verdes, San Pedro, 
Walteria, Rolling Hills, Portu­ 
guese Bend, Hollywood Riviera, 
Dapplegray Lane, and other 
nearby communities.

Spokesmen for the group 
maintained that the mining per­ 
mit was granted 'ex parte' 
without a public hearing and 
despite the fact that a recent 
request for the rezoning of this 
 ame location as a commercail 
Zone was refused.

"If this permit, I* granted," 
It was Mated, "opt-n-pit, min­ 
ing would be start**! rwcr a 
new 164 arrm area roughly 
the equivalent of 64 square 
city blocks and to a depth 
equal to that of a 17-atory 
building."

30-Year Huppry
The homeowners also main­ 

tained that a 300-year supply 
of diatomaceous earth still 
exists at the company's Lompoc 
mine, making the new quarry 
unnecessary.

It was emphasized that the 
Walteria-plant which processed 
the earth, has existed 20 years 
and would continue in opera­ 
tion as a result of the new 
mine. Residents in the Wal­ 
teria vicinity were said to have 
had this irritating powder-like 
dust blanket their homes and 
property.

The proposed mine is less 
than 1200 feet from existing 
homes and just 500 feel from 
the PV college campus, it was 
declared.

Wmog
Prevailing winds from the 

ocean would carry the harmful

Im­ 
provements have been carried 
considerably beyond the min­ 
imum requirement, it was 
stated.

New Location

the company has opened nego­ 
tiations for transfer! ng the 
plant to another location one- 
half mile away from residential 
areas. The location Involved 
was not rfvpnlorl as yet.

In the light of the city's protest against the Walteria 
and Palos Verdes dicalite operation now being urged by 
Great Lakes, it appears as if the Chamber is insisting to 
operate in direct opposition to the city's wishes, since 
most of the leading citizens were asked to the luncheon.

While the Chamber did not officially sanction the 
dicalite project, it used a crude method to invite officials 
to a function to whose actual intentions they are opposed.

Another paper in the Harbor area quoted the Cham­ 
ber as being in favor of the mining project. While this is 
not true and nothing to this effect was said by the Cham­ 
ber, the luncheon implied as much.
