With the 
"short-boil method," it takes 
only a matter of minutes, so 
begin by making these recipes 
or any of the others you'll find 
in the recipe folder that comes 
with your purchase of natural 
fruit pectin. They're all won­ 
derful ways to provide gifts 
that say "Merry Christmas" for 
you! 
ORANGEi MARMALADE
Yield: about 8 medium glasses 

3 cups prepared fruit
(3 oranges, 2 lemons) 

6 cups sugar 
Va bottle Certo liquid fruit

pectin
First, prepare fruit. Remove 

skins in quarters and 2 medi­ 
um-sized lemons. Lay quarters 
flat; shave off and discard 
about half of white part. With 
a sharp knife slice remaining 
rind very fine. Add V/a cups 
water and % teaspoon soda; 
bring to a boil and simmer, 
covered, 20 minutes, stirring 
occasionally. Cut or chop peeled 
fruit and add pulp and juice to 
undrained cooked rind. Simmer, 
covered, 10 minutes longer. 
Measure 3 cups into a very 
large saucepan.

Then make the marmalade. 
Add sugar to fruit in saucepan 
and mix well. Place over high 
heat, bring to a full rolling 
boil, and boil hard 1 minute, 
stirring constantly. Remove 
from heat and at once stir in 
liquid fruit pectin. Skim off 
foam with metal spoon. Then 
.stir and skim by turns for 7 
minutes to cool slightly, to pre­ 
vent floating fruit. Ladle 
quickly Into glasses. Cover 
marmalade at once with % inch 
hot paraffin. 
APRICOT JAM
Yield: about 10 medium glasses

5 cups prepared fruit (*/a lb. 
dried apricots)

6 cups sugar
1 box Sure-Jell fruit pectin
First, prepare the fruit. Add 

5 cups water to J/a pound (about 
1% cups) dried apricdts. Cover 
and let stand 4 hours or over­ 
night. Drain, reserving liquid. 
Grind apricots or chop very 
fine; combine with liquid. Meas­ 
ure 5 cups Into a very large 
saucepan.

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Serve Creamed Soup
Use soups to arouse interest 

in the menu by the addition of 
flavors, garnishes, and accom­ 
paniments. Fresh flavor of Dur- 
kee's margarine beaten into 
cream soups just before serv­ 
ing adds richness and whole- 
someness.
