ment. Upon receipt of these 
indings, City Manager George 

Stevens, made the recommen­ 
dations that the two em­ 
ployees mentioned be suspended 
)ending a hearing by the Civil 
Service Board as to their re­ 
sponsibility. The City Manager 
also recommended that the en- 
ire Building department be re­ 

organized so that inspection of 
buildings in the City of Tor- 
ance could be done in the 

proper manner and to insure 
strict compliance with the 
building code and ordinances of 
he City.

I repeat, the above listed ac- 
ion has been taken not by a 

majority of the City Council, 
but in every instance by the en- 
ire membership of the Council. 
There are no engineers or con­ 

struction experts on the Coun- 
11; therefore, we must take the 
Indings of an agency of the 

State of California as fact.
My attention has been di­ 

rected to a portion of your open 
etter wherein you label the 
Council's unanimous action in 
he matter as "merely a politi- 
•al maneuver at this crucial pre­ 

election period."
Investigations of the Division 

of Housing, Department of In- 
lustrial Delations for Califor­ 
nia, and the Contractors' State

License Board fail to bear out 
this contention. The actions of 
the City Council have been tak­ 
en as a result of the findings 
of these two California agencies, 
which findings \ve have ac­ 
cepted as officially competent. 
If political motives are involved, 
those motives have not been 
brought to our attention.

My position as to new build­ 
ing in the City of Torrance has 
been made clear in the four 
years I have served as a mem­ 
ber of the City Council of .Tor­ 
rance. I stand on that record of 
protecting the little man at all 
costs and I submit myself to the 
electorate on that record.

proper and thorough investiga­ 
tion. I am not an architect, an 
engineer, or a builder—but as 
an attorney I have learned not 
to make snap judgments. Un 
founded charges are subject to 
the laws of libel and slander. 
Innocent people can ,be hurl.

We need a more adequate 
personnel in the building de 
partment so that every Job shall 
have thorough and proper in 
spections. If an inspector fails 
to do the job properly, either 
through lack of experience and 
training or other reasons, he 
should be replaced.

If elected to the City Council 
on April 13, I would do all in 
my power to determine where 
the responsibility lies. The 
working man who invested his 
savings and the veteran his 
mustering out pay in a house 
in Torrance have the right 1o 
rely on their homes being built 
according to building code and 
ordinance. They need protec­ 
tion, not sympathy. It must be 
understood that in the event the 
charges are sustained the home- 
owners will have a meritorious 
civil lawsuit against the build­ 
ers .and subdivlders for mone­ 
tary damages. This is a matter 
which will have to be deter­ 
mined by the Courts.
