“Parents,” Sgt. Cook stated,
“can be held responsible for
the acts of their children
when they provide their chil-
dren with dangerous instru-
ments used to cause harm to
others.”

“The present BB gun and pel-
let gun outbreaks are outright
obnoxious,” Cook declared. “If
we fincd the culprits, they and
their parents will be prose-
cuted!”

Minor No Protectien

Sgt. Cook explained that be-
ing a minor is no protection
against being sued. An individ-
ual may enter a suit against a
minor and renew that suit every
five years until the minor
comes of age. The person can
then be held responsible to the
full extent of the damage
caused both to property and
life.
