Led by Captain Jim Cowden, 
the Serra forward wall was held 
up by Dewey Gansemer, Jerry 
Uribe, Mike Reagan, and Jerry 
Stadler on defense. On offense, 
these Seniors tore gaping holes 
in the Barstow Riffians line, for 
scat backs such as Mullens and 
McCargcr to scoot thru.

After being set up by a flank­ 
er pass to fullback Gary Norton, 
Ziemks blasted over right tac­ 
kle for eleven yards and a Ser- 
ra's final tally. With less than 
two minutes to play in the 
game, the Cavaliers started a 
desperation drive. Beginning on 
their own 40 yard line, Serra 
marched down lo the Riffians 
39, where Don Ziemke threw a 
final pass as the gun went off.
