Child or beast 
bitten by a rabid dog will die unless subjected to a series of pain­ 
ful Pasteur shots. We may have been lucky this time. So far 
we do not know if anyone was bitten.

But the tragedy of this situation is that il could have been 
easily avoided.

As far back as the beginning of l'.»,Vl. the Turrance Press 
urged the Torrance City Council to adopt a law requiring all 
dogs to be vaccinated against rabies.
