"All money which will be 
collected, Mrs. Coulson stated, 
"will be used for hiring thera­ 
pists and purchasing equipment 
and material."

Acting medical director of 
the group is Dr. Nathan Kap- 
lan.

Permanent Location
While permission was 

granted to open the center by 
the planning Commission, the 
commissioners «jDeciflced that 
the group should make every 
attempt to find a permanent 
location as soon as possible.

"We are hoping the someone 
will be generous enough to con­ 
tribute some land to us and we 
hope that we might find a con­ 
tractor who would be willing to 
supply us with a building," Mrs. 
Coulson stated hopefully.
