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Air Raid 
Sirens to 
Be Tested

Los Angeles city's air raid 
sirens will be tested at 11 a.m. 
Friday, October 28. The test will 
consist of a steady pne-minute 
blast followed by one minute of 
silence, then a one-rrn'nute wail­ 
ing or undulating sound.

Colonel Richard F. Lynch, di­ 
rector of the Los Angeles Of­ 
fice of Civil Defense, again 
pointed out that the "alert" sig­ 
nal which means enemy attack 
is possible, actually is a steady 
three- to five-minute blast. The 
"Take Cover" signal, which 
means enemy attack is expected 
at any moment .is a three-min­ 
ute wailing sound.

The Civil Defense official said 
that the Department of Public 
Works is at the present time in­ 
stalling new and more powerful 
attack warning sirens through­ 
out the city which will provide 
every area with adequate sound 
coverage. The new system is 
expected to be completed by 
June, 1956-

Following Friday's sounding 
of the sirens, the next test will 
be held on November 25.
