A new small fluid coupling 
and two sprag clutches replace 
the familiar front friction clutch 
and bands in the Hydra-Matic 
Drive unit. Power from the in­ 
creased output "Rocket" engine 
is transmitted to the transmis­ 
sion through a set of planetary 
gears located In the first coup­ 
ling. In first and third gear the 
front unit is in reduction and 
the new small fluid coupling is 
empty. Filling the front fluid 
coupling gives a smooth transi­ 
tion, putting the front unit in 
direct drive for second and 
fourth gear.
