urged members of the Subcom­ 
mittee on Narcotics of the Ways 
and Means Committee in a pub­ 
lic meeting in San Francisco 
recently to support passage of 
legislation he has pending in 
congress to make more severe

the penalties for dope peddling. 
Tho veteran South Bay con- 

gerssman, a leader in the fight 
against the organized narcotic 
traffic in the United States, 
called for further stamping out 
of the illicit narcotic peddlers 
by obtaining closer coordina­

tion of the activities of federal, 
state and local authorities.

King praised the enforcement 
work that is going on in the 
Los Angeles area where, he 
stated, "we have a most serious 
narcotic problem."

"It is significant to note,"

King said, "that California, 
which ranks thirc nationally in 
regard to addiction, ranks first 
in the nation in regard to ar­ 
rests and second in the nation 
in regard to convictions.
