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dated at one time but a subse-
quent charter amendment sepa-
rated them. It was argued at
that time that school elections
“should be removed from poli- (]«
ties.”

“They’'ve not only been re-
moved from politics but from
everything else,”” Councilman
Willys Blount quipped this
week. ;

Mayor Albert Isen, who called
the matter “very controversial”
but who sided with the other
ocouncilmen on consolidation,
asked that the School Board be
notified of the council's. feel-
ings and that the matter would
be considered at the next coun-
cil meeting.

Other Proposed Amendments
In addition to the above pro-
posal, the council also consid-
ered a number of other charter
amendments with the intention
of placing them before the vot-
ers in April.

One of them was pay for
councilmen ($100 a month),
proposed recently by the Cham-
ber of Commerce and recom-
mended editerially by the Tor-
rance Press. The matter met
with informal approval.
