What gave rise to the El Nido 
farm is Principal Foster's be­ 
lief that children should have 
pets and learn to understand 
and care for animals.

Foster 
decided that, one of the bestj 
ways of satisfying this curio-j 
sity and interest was by provid-| 
ing a community "/,oo" at j 
school, run and cared for by 
the children.
