popular, with young1 and old, in this area as well. There 
are many reasons for this high degree of popularity that
tho n^tTcv H;iQ rfsjiiTiPfi <$———'—————'————'——————*—————'the pansy has earned.

These plants have been
grown* by the thousands in a
field a»d brought in tb your
nursery and garden supply
dealer as freshly dug plants
when they first enter the
blooming stage. Flat - grown
plants are also available at this
time. These differ from the
field-grown types in that they
have spent their days in flats
instead of open ground.

Cleaned Up

Maintenance crews have now 
finished'a clean-up operation on 
Dominguez channel between 
Crenshaw boulevard and West­ 
ern avenue, having removed 
five two and one-half ton truck- 
loads of debris and tra.sh de­ 
posited by the .January storm, 
Supervisor Kenneth Hahn re­ 
ported this week.

Pilings of an old bridge in the 
channel about 1000 yards north 
of Arlington avenue have also 
been torn down to prevent trash 
and debris from being caught 
against the pilings during rains.

This work has been done at 
the request of Supervisor Hahn 
as a measure to increase the 
effectiveness of the channel.

Flood control officials have 
also assured Supervisor Hahn 
that they will maintain a week­ 
ly inspection of the channel to 
prevent additional trash and 
debris from collecting.

Pansies like a rich, well 
drained, loose and friable soil. I 
Do not plant them any deeper 
than they were originally grow­ 
ing, and do not alolw the soil 
to build up around the plants.

Feed often and lightly, keep 
a sharp outlook for pests. If 
you keep the dead flowers pick­ 
ed off. the plants will keep 
blooming and you will have 
color for many months to 
come.
