On* of Southern California Edison company's biggest single sources of elec­ 

trical power it Redondo steam station. When its sixth generating unit is completed 

and ready for operation in July of next year, the station will have a generating 

capacity of 628,000 kilowatts and represent an Edison investment of approximately 

$85,000,000.

Increase in Meters 
Shows City's Growth

Torrance is growing so fast 
.hat residents may be almost re­ 
luctant to go on vacation trips. 
U1is summer for fear that they 
won't recogni/e the place when 
they return. G. L. Blanchard, 
Southern California Edison com­ 
pany district manager, com­ 
mented this week.

Industrial and residential ex­ 
pansion has been so rapid that 
Torrance ranked second only to 
Los Angeles in building permits 
among 79 Southland cities dur-

made at various other sleel 
mills throughout the country.

The precipftators have been 
operated on a round-fhe-clock 
schedule since they were in­ 
stalled in 1951. Rising 60 feet 
alongside the 126-foot . open 
hearth stacks, the electrostatic 
precipitators operate like gigan­ 
tic magnets in purifying smoke 
and fumes generated in the 
steelmaking process.

Cooling Tower 4
In December, 1955. the Tor­ 

rance Works completed instal­ 
lation of a cooling tower whic'h 
enables it to conserve approxi­ 
mately 900.0<X) gallons of water 
a day in operation of the plant's 
circulating system.

The tower makes possible thr 
re use of % per cent of the total 
water circulated \v11h only » 4 
per cent makeup requirement in 
operation of the plant's circulat­ 
ing system w'hich cools rolling 
mills and other equipment used 
in the making and shaping of 
steel.

Dramatic Growth
Even more dramatic in show­ 

ing the area's treniendous 
growth is a comparison of the 
number of electric meters in 
use in the city of Torrance to­ 
day and a decade ago. Blanchard 
reported that while there were 
only 4.108 meters here at the 
nd of 1945 the figure on Decem­ 

ber 31. 1955. was 21.475. This is 
a ten-year increase in meters of 
more than 500 per cent, he point­ 
ed out.
Although population gains in 
some cities and coulnries have 
not born quite as srteclacular as 
in Torrance, the same story of 
unprecedented growth can be 
told concerning all of Southern

alifornia Edison company's 
service territory, which includes 
all or part of ten counties in 
Southern and Central Califor­ 
nia.

Blanchard said that the com­ 
pany now serves a total of 
1.352,708 electric meters, more 
than twice the 670.463 figure of 
a decade ago. Edison added 
86.899 new meters to its system 
during 1955 alone, making it the 
largest single-year increase in 
company history.

Careful Planning
Being in a position to meet 

the electrical needs of all these 
new residential and industrial 
customers did not "just hap­ 
pen." Instead, it took careful 
planning and execution of a 
mammoth building and expan­ 
sion program by Edison to make 
the growth possible, Blanchard 
declared. 
Edison's postwar program of

developing new source* of elec­ 
trical power and building ade­ 
quate transmission and distri­ 
bution facilities to deliver this, 
power to the public already has' 
resulted in a company invest­ 
ment of approximately $670,000,- 
000 since 1945.
And it is a continuing program. 
The Edison company plans to 
spend approximately $250.000,- 
000 during the two years. 1956- 
57, for additional construction 
and plant expansion, Blanchard 
said.   f

Work is underway on the 
sixth generating unit at nearby 
Redondo steam station, and it 1» 
expected to be ready for opera­ 
tion in July of next year. When 
completed, the sixth unit will 
ad 165.000 kilowatts of generat­ 
ing capacity to the steam sta­ 
tion's present capacity of 463,- 
000 kilowatts. ,

Nearly Completed
Even closer to completion Is^P 

the second 165,000-kilowatt gen­ 
erating unit at El Segundo 
Steam Station. The first unit, 
also 165.000 kilowat capacity, 
started operation in May of last 
year, and No. 2 is expected to 
,co on the line this August. An­ 
ticipated cost of this second unit 
is approximately $19.700,000, 
according to Blanchard.

The first 165.000-kilowatt gen­ 
erating unit of still another ne\v4P 
Edison facility. Alamitos Steam 
Station, near Long Beach in 
tentatively scheduled to begin 
operation in September of this
