I/oan Association has 
nounced this week the pur­ 
chase of the building at 1603 
Ravens avenue, at the cor­ 
ner of Marcelina avenue, for­ 
merly occupied by Pruden­ 
tial Insurance Company.

Southwest will r«»mod«l the 
existing structure, according to 
Manager Eldon J. Bowen, and 
will move their local facilities 
to that office on or about Janu­ 
ary 1, 1957. *

The new offices will have the 
modern look as evidenced by the 
j^ture as the architects, Bank 
Building Corporation, hava It 
sketched. Among the many new 
features to be Incorporated In 
the revamped structure shall be 
iafety deposit boxes, a custom­ 
er's lounge, special new account 
sections where transactions may 
be speeded to prevent customers 
waiting In lines, private loan 
and escrow sections wtiere cus­ 
tomers' privacy will be assured, 
fclftxe heating and air condition­ 
ing to insure maximum com­ 
fortableness, plush carpeting 
and drapes, as well as a cus­ 
tomer's parking lot In the rear 
of the building with a direct 
rear entrance to the lobby, are 
planned.

The ovem 11 investment of the 
1 * nnce office may well exceed

and $100,000.00 according to Bowen. 
Credit for the sale goes to Wil­ 
liam H. ToUon and Associates, 
brokers In the transaction.

In revealing the purchases 
Bowen stated that the Torrance 
office, of the Inglewood Associa­ 
tion, has grown to such an un­ 
precedented size In just two and 
a half years that It was neces­ 
sary to fecure quarters approxi­ 
mately three times the capacity 
of the present facilities in order 
to handle the present amount of 
customer traffic as well of that 
of the next five years.

Bowen concluded by saying. 
"We are Indeed extremely hap­ 
py that we shall shortly be able 
to offer the residents of Tor­ 
rance the very latest and the 
very best In the way of savings 
conveniences in our new offices. 
Watch for further announce­ 
ments concerning our gigantic 
opening which is tentatively set 
for the first week In January, 
1957.
