Let's Get Out' 
And VOTE

Tuesday, November 6, is Ladies' Day 
at the polls if the women of the nation 
take advantage of it.

This year approximately 53,000,000 
women are eligible to vote in the national 
election. Compare this to the almost 
48,000,000 mm who are eligible and the 
result is astonishing the women can ba­ 
the determining factor in putting Ike or 
Adlai in the White House if they get out 
and vote.

Feminine voters have come a long way 
since they first went to the polls in 1920. 
Only 26% of the ranks voted compared to 
the 61% who marched proudly to the polls 
in 1952. The trend is definitely on the in­ 
crease with predictions from various gli­ 
sters that for the first time women will 
decide the outcome on election day, not 
only on a national level but a local one .as 
well.

The reasons for this are numerous 
and can be explained by a sudden burst of 
enthusiasm among the feminine ranks to 
exercise their voting right.

As Lily Pons so aptly put it:
"When I vote, I just assume my bal­ 

lot will be the deciding factor. Therefore, 
I try and read^a little about every candi­ 
date from the top to the bottom of the 
ticket. See you at the polls!"

According to co-chairman Mrs. Florence Sommers, at 
the GOP o'ffice, approximately 75 housewives are working in 
precincts to insure a large percentage of Republicans at the 
polls. Since the ratio of Democrats to Republicans in the area 
is 3 to 2, the need for volunteer help in this respect, is greater 
than ever.

things.

Much Literature
Non-partisan women'* study groups have been organized 

In the area to provide information on any controversial issues. 
Due to the recent flare up over Nixon, interested high school 
students and voters alike have flooded the headquarter* for 
informative material. The «ame applies to the local candi- 
dater Most, of the literature prepared concentrates on As­ 
semblyman Vincent Thomas (D), who is being challenged by 
Thomas Brewer (R) for 68th Assembly district, and Charles 
Franklin (R) who is opposing Congressman Cecil R. King in 
the 17th Congressional race.

Mrs. Sommers and her co-chairman Mrs. fatty Rudnick, 
feel strongly that the women of the country will not only out­ 
number the men at the polls ,but will also be responsible for 
re-electing the Republican president. In 1952 the women 
voters of America gave Ike 52% of his total vote. Gallup 
Poll Indications for the '56 election are even more encourag­ 
ing. At lee.it 65% of the women interviewed said they plan 
to vote for Elsenhower. One of the reasons is that the ad- 
ministration1! record of peace making and peace keeping is 
appealing, especially to those who have the responsibility of 
a family to think of.
