workers and their families," 
Revell said. "There are more 
than 10,000 men and women in 
plants in this area who actually 
will require hospitalization this 
year. It is obvious that the 63 
beds at Torrance Memorial can­ 
not begin to handle this patient 
load, so it is up to industry to 
give its fair share tn creating 
enough beds to see that our 
workers have adequate hospital 
facilities."

134 Physicians Particlapting 
As the industry group swung 

into action, Dr. Gerald M. East- 
ham, chairman of the doctors 
campaign committee, disclosed 
that. 134 physicians in the area 
have agreed to participate 
financially in the campaign. The 
medical steering committee had 
set a goal of $150.000 for th« 
doctors, Dr. Eastham said, but 
with the unexpectedly large 
number of physicians who have 
agreed to take part, this total 
may be increased. The doctors 
will hold another meeting with­ 
in the next two weeks to discuss 
the matter.

Meanwhile, the medical steer­ 
ing committee is proceeding 
with plans for formation of th« 
medical staff so it will be a 
functioning unit when the hos­ 
pital opens its doors early in 
1958, and is conferring with the 
architect to assure that the most 
modern and effective type of 
medical facility will be built.

The new voluntary, non­ 
profit, tax-free Institution will 
be located on 10 acres on Tor- 
ranee Blvd. near the Intersec­ 
tion of Hawthorne Blvd. and 
will serve Torranoe, Playa del 
Key, El Segundo, Manhattan 
Beach, HermoMi Beach. R«- 
dondo Beach, El Nldo. Wal- 
teria, Lomita, Psvlo« Verdeo, 
and Rolling Hills. It will h« 
planned for 12ft-bed« but will 
be expandable to 2AO beds.
